   

Four Nation Classroom Key Assignments 

  

Individual Student Tasks 

  

1. Perception Assignment (see attached document) (Ongoing) 
· Keep an ongoing journal – to be submitted to teacher at the end of each engagement cycle (month) 

· Leading questions are provided on the Four Nations Classroom layout document 

· Students can choose to make this public and create it as a blog on the web page
  

2. Interactive Student  Bio (pre-conference) 
· Students create a profile about themselves on the TakingITGlobal website
· The percentage of the profile that they complete will show up on the bottom left of the page
  

3. "Let’s Go!" (Virtual Backpack Trip) (pre-conference) 
· Student will take an imaginary trip to their partner country and recount the experience 
· The purpose of this assignment is for the students to familiarize themselves with their partner country
· Students will research various aspects of their partner country, including geography, politics, history, economy, and their day-to-day society and culture
· Students will use the blog format to publish their assignment on the Four Nations Classroom website
· Students are encouraged to post this as a blog on the webpage
  

4. Partner Interaction 
· Email/communicate at least once per week with their partner (in partner country)
· Initial interaction will entail discussions about the interactive student bios and the Let’s Go! project 

  

5.  Postings
·  Students are responsible for at least two reaction postings to other country's group projects 
 

   6.   Joint Project
 

Part I: Proposal Sheet (assigned in session two)
 
· Create a short proposal for joint project 
·  Examples: 
-The same but different
Students examine a common experience and how it manifests itself differently in both countries, i.e. Popular Music, Video Games, Marriage, Sports, etc. 

-A shared history 

An aspect of both countries that is shared by both countries 

i.e. People who had a significant impact on both countries 

-Perspectives on environmental policy 

-Comparison of trade agreement between countries 
-Alternative projects? (require permission from instructors) 

                  
Part II: Joint Project 
· Work together in teams assigned at the beginning of each new cycle 
· 10 minute multimedia presentation 
· presentation format: posted on blackboard and presented in small groups 

Group projects 

  

** For each of these group activities, it is important to encourage interaction and engagement** 

 

1. "Changing Perspectives" (Group) –1st Session 
· Each school prepares a presentation about their school (5 minutes) 

· Students from the first country present on their perception of their country (15 minute presentation and interaction) 

· PowerPoint is the recommended format of presentation
 

  

2. "What’s Number One for You?" (Group) –2nd Session 

· Presentation on what each class believes the most pressing issue/challenge that is currently facing their nation 

· 20 minute each 

· Address the questions on updated Curriculum document (Sept. 20) 
·  PowerPoint is the recommended format of presentation 

 

  

3. "Our Future, Our Countries and the World We Share" (Group) –3rd Session 

· Each partner will present on what they believe the ideal future would look like for: themselves as individuals (opportunities, job, location); 
       their country (democracy, environment, peace, etc.); and the world (the state it's in, and how their country fits into it) 

· 20 minutes each
· Address the questions on curriculum document 

· PowerPoint is the recommended format of presentation 

 

  

Weekly Activities 
  

1. "What’s News?" 

· This activity is organized by the two student leaders at each site
· Students will be responsible for giving a short summary of the most important news issue facing their country 

· Students are free to interpret this as they wish 

· 5 minute presentation for each country
